the yard behind the school. For those of
you who never had this experience, that
yard comprised gravel and sand fit for
a toreador’s arena. As I stood watching,
Dr. Ralph Malliard, the football coach,
came over and put his arm around

me and treated me as if I were Tony
Fornelli or John Gaffney when I was but
a second string linebacker/fullback on
the freshman squad whose brief career
was cut short when my knee was taken
out by Harper as I tried to run around
left end at the spring practice. But Mal
had a way about him to make you

feel welcome. I will never forget that
afternoon in the October sun.

Two Visitors from Rome

In 1966 and again in 1996, Saint Ignatius welcomed the
world leaders of the Jesuits from Rome, the Superior
Generals of the Society of Jesus. In 1966 it was Fr. Pedro
Arrupe, S.J., the 28th successor of St. Ignatius Loyola,
who was the first Superior General. IN 1996 it was Fr.
Peter-Hans Kolvenback, S.]., the 29th Superior General.

The Superior General has been nicknamed in the media
as the “Black Pope.” The name comes from the color of
the black priest’s cassock that he wears in contrast to the
white cassock worn by the Pope.

Fr. Pedro Arrupe, S.J. arrived at Saint Ignatius on Easter
Sunday, April 10, 1988, in the afternoon for a reception
in the “Submarine Room” where he addressed the Jesuit
Family Club. Fr. Arrupe was a Basque from Northern
Spain as was St. Ignatius himself and he had a tremendous
impact on the direction of Jesuit ministries in the 20th Our Way of
Century.

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A successful auto salesman for 50 years, Joseph Gentile ‘42 was a major
supporter of Saint Ignatius. “He would help anybody at any class in life,” said
his wife, Carol. “If someone was raising money for something, he was there.”

Mr. Gentile, 87, died of natural causes on October 10, 2011 in
Hinsdale. He was a longtime resident of the western suburbs. Born
in Chicago, Mr. Gentile grew up around Saint Ignatius. He liked to tell
people that his father, a barber, refused to buy him a bicycle until he
was 20, but worked his whole life to pay for his son’s education.

Mr. Gentile attended the University of Notre Dame for a year before joining
the Navy, where he served in the South Pacific during World War Il. Returning

from the war, Mr. Gentile received a degree in psychology from Loyola
University in 1948. He taught for a semester at the university, but a brief stint filling in at an auto dealership
convinced him he could be successful selling cars. Mr. Gentile went on to enjoy a career in auto sales
that spanned more than 50 years, first selling Fords and then opening a Buick dealership in Oak Park.

In 1985, Mr. Gentile opened a Chrysler and Plymouth dealership in Barrington, prompting sportscaster
Chet Coppock to dub him “The Baron of Barrington.” Mr. Gentile retired from auto sales in 2003.

In 1994, Mr. Gentile purchased Elmhurst radio station WKDC-AM and renamed

it WIJG-AM, based on his initials. He initially purchased the station to help

with his dealership but soon found that he liked being on the air.
